Designers should ensure that the design and locations of the lateral restraint for pre-fabricated roof
trusses is in accordance with the requirements of TGD Part A & SR 70:2015 Timber in construction -
Eurocode 5 - trussed rafters. (Note: Roof truss manufacturers usually exclude the lateral restraints
from their design. A note is usually provided on the design drawings stating this.)

1.1.3.25 Gable walls should be strapped to roofs as shown in Diagrams 7 (a) and (b) by 30 x 5 mm
tension straps as described in 1.1.3.24.
